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KIA Student Visitor Policy
We’re happy to have visitors at KIA (especially former students!). We do tell the teachers that if a visiting student becomes a distraction or if having an extra student in the room is not appropriate for a certain activity (a test or something), they are not obligated to allow the student to remain in the classroom. The student will be asked to wait in the library for the class period. Students that are visiting for more than a day or two, are asked to be active participants in the classroom – willing to be involved in discussions and activities. The student should also bring a book to read if the classroom instruction is not something they can actively participate in (i.e. during a test or quiz, going over homework, etc). When students have come for longer (we just had a former student come for the week last week and last year had a couple students come for a month or so), we’ve had them participate in the classes like the rest of the students and the families have actually paid a pro-rated tuition or made a donation, I believe. We’ll need to get that information and figure out how that was determined/what the situations were, etc.

Visitors are definitely very welcome to come to lunch any day and chapel (middle school is usually Tuesdays from 11:55-12:30) without any problems. That gives students the opportunity to get to hang out with friends outside of classroom time and still visit the school as well.
